EVENT

The National Catholic Youth Conference (NCYC) is the largest biennial gathering of Catholic teenagers in the United States. The
three days are an opportunity for 20,000 young people and their adult chaperones to engage in inspirational presentations,
vibrant worship, and energetic activities. These are days of celebration, learning, and formation. Indianapolis will host the 2011
NCYC: Called to Glory.

NCYC is designed for high school students, typically 14 to 18 years old, from all educational settings: public, private, parochial,

diocesan, and home school. They will travel in diocesan, parish, and school delegations from thousands of communities across
the nation. They will come by airplane, train, bus, and automobile. Some will have spent twelve months or more fundraising to
cover the trip’s expenses. For many, participating in the NCYC is a pivotal moment in their adolescent faith formation.

These faith-filled young people are accompanied by several thousand adult chaperones including parents, priests, deacons,
women and men religious, church and school personnel, and professional and volunteer youth ministers. Many Catholic
bishops regularly participate in this gathering as well. The average ratio of adult to youth participants is one (1) to six (6).

The theme for the 2011 NCYC is Called to Glory. The themes of the keynote sessions in Lucas Oil Stadium are:

Friday Morning: Search for Christ (Deuteronomy 4:29)
Friday Evening: Connect with Christ (Luke 19:45-48)
Saturday Morning:  Share Christ (1 Peter 3:15)

Closing Liturgy: Be Church (Matthew 25:31-46)
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EXHIBITORS

The Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exposition gathers an extensive array of providers of catechetical and youth ministry
resource materials, Catholic speakers and performers, music publishers, advocacy groups, and national youth-serving
organizations. These companies and organizations market a variety of products, services, and resources for adults serving the
young church.

Exhibiting at the NCYC is an opportunity to reach Catholic young people and their adult leaders. Past exhibitors have included
religious publishers, religious goods retailers, Catholic organizations, religious communities and vocations offices, musicians
and entertainers, community organizations, colleges, and a variety of other vendors.

The 2011 NCYC events will be held at the Indiana Convention Center with general sessions in the Lucas Oil Stadium. The
Resource Exposition is an integrated part of the thematic park (Victory Park), which provides educational and recreational
activities for the conference participants. The park also includes interactive learning experiences, athletic games, service
projects, musical performances, art activities, and amusements.

Exhibitors value participation in NCYC as an opportunity to energize, evangelize, and be present to our young church in a way
that affirms and celebrates who they are and invites them to grow in their faith through active participation in the life and
mission of the church. Ideally, an NCYC exhibitor meets all of the following criteria:

a. Exhibitor’s mission and resources reflect the values of the Catholic Church and NFCYM.

b. Exhibitor’s resources equip participants for Christian discipleship.

c. Exhibitor acts as a good and responsible steward of resources.

d. Exhibitor provides and encourages an engaging, educational/catechetical, and interactive space that is youth-friendly,
fun, and festive.
Exhibitor reflects the diversity of the church and local community.
Exhibitor seeks out socially-responsible (i.e., free trade companies /non-sweatshop) sources for their promotional
materials and items.

In selecting and placing exhibitors, NFCYM values the utilization of exhibit space to reflect a priority for (1) members, (2)
nonprofit organizations, (3) education and informational organizations, and (4) retailers.

NFCYM Exhibitor Code of Conduct

In connection with their participation in NCYC, NFCYM exhibitors will:

e Exhibit the highest ethical standards and personal integrity (see also Adult Code of Conduct)

e Conduct themselves in a professional manner, free from all forms of physical, psychological, sexual, and emotional
intimidation, harassment, and abuse.

Avoid taking unfair advantage of any relationship for their own benefit.

Share concerns about suspicious or inappropriate behavior with their supervisors.

Report to local authorities any suspected abuse or neglect of a minor.

Accept their personal responsibility to protect minors and adults from all forms of abuse.

Limit their contact with NFCYM event participants to that which is appropriate to their role within that event
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NFCYM Statement on Fair Trade

The National Federation for Catholic Youth Ministry appreciates the support participating exhibitors provide NFCYM by creating
in adults and the young people they serve a passion for living Gospel values. As exhibitors build an inventory of promotional
materials to display at the NCYC, NFCYM encourages exhibitors to seek out socially responsible sources. The Fair Trade
Federation, http://www.fairtradefederation.org/, for example, has a searchable database of Fair Trade chocolate, sweatshop
free clothing, and other items whose message of hope will appeal to young people and those adults who work with them.

APPLICATION FOR SPACE

Process

Applications for the 2011 Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exposition exhibit space must be completed online at
http://exhibitors.nfcym.org. Full payment for booth(s) must accompany application/contragtcertificate of Liability
Insurance or signed Self-Insured Agreement Form must be submitted within 30 days of acceptance notification or exhibit
space will be reassigned. Promptness in applying for space is recommended as exhibit space is limited and sells out quickly. All
exhibitors requesting space will be asked to provide information for a secondary contact person. NFCYM reserves the right to
refuse space to any applicant who, in the opinion of NFCYM, is unlikely to contribute to the overall objectives of the
conference.

Sales Periods

NFCYM members may apply for exhibit space beginning on May 23, 2011. Nonmembers may apply for remaining space
beginning on June 13, 2011. The sale of exhibit space will end when all booths are sold or on September 30, 2011, whichever
comes first.

Confirmation of Application Receipt
It is incumbent upon applicants to confirm by telephone or e-mail the receipt of application by the Exhibits Manager. NFCYM is
not responsible for applications that are not received due to technical or human error.

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A Note about Show Hours

In 2011, NFCYM is partnering with the National Catholic Young Adult Ministry Association and the National Catholic Student
Coalition to sponsor the first ever National Catholic Collegiate Conference (www.ntlccc.org) for post-high school through
college age young people. The event will take place simultaneously with the 2011 NCYC. NCCC participants will attend the
opening session and closing liturgy of NCYC in Lucas Oil Stadium, but will otherwise meet separately at the JW Marriott Hotel.

NFCYM recognizes that NCYC exhibitors want the opportunity to interact with NCCC participants, but are not likely able to
purchase and staff exhibit space in two locations in the same city. Therefore, on Friday and Saturday mornings from 9:30 AM to
11:00 AM, NCCC participants will have exclusive access to Victory Park in order to visit with exhibitors and take part in a limited
number of interactive park activities. At 11:00 AM on both mornings, NCCC participants will exit the park in order to prepare for
the opening of the space to NCYC youth attendees and their chaperones at 11:30 Am.

BOOTH TYPES

There are four types of booths at the Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Expo: informational, retail, market place, and
vocation/college.

Informational: Exhibitors providing information only are considered informational exhibitors, and may rent booths at the
informational exhibitor rate of $550 for members per 10’x10’ space and $650 for nonmembers per 10’x10’ space.
Informational exhibitors may not sell products or take orders during the Exposition.

Retail: Exhibitors selling or taking orders for products are retail exhibitors and must rent booths at the retail rate of $750 for
members per 10’x10’ space and $850 for nonmembers per 10’x10’ space.

Market Place:The Market Place is a dedicated area within the Resource Expo for retailers/merchandisers whose predominant
inventory includes apparel, caps, backpacks, gift items, religious articles, and other Catholic identity items. Exhibitors in the
market place area may purchase a maximum of two 10’x10’ booths at the rate of $850 per 10’x10’ space. The market place is
comprised of a total of thirty-four booths.

Vocation/College These slightly smaller booths, 10'x5', are located in either the vocations or college areas, as appropriate.
Space in the vocations area is limited to diocesan vocations offices, religious communities, and lay ministry associations. Space
in the college area is limited to accredited institutions of higher learning. Exhibitors in the vocations and college areas may
purchase up to three 10’x5’ booths at the rate of $250 per space.

Configurations of Space

There are six configurations of booth spaces:

1. Linear Booths. Linear booths have only one side exposed to an aisle and are arranged in a series along a straight line, and
back to other exhibit booths.

2. Corner Booths. Corner booths are linear booths exposed to aisles on two sides.

3. Perimeter Booths. Perimeter booths are linear booths that back to an outside wall of the exhibit hall rather than other
exhibits.

4. End Cap Booths. End-Cap booths are exposed to aisles on three sides and composed of two booths. (Not available in the
Market Place.)

5. Peninsula Booths. Peninsula booths are exposed to aisles on three sides and composed of four (or more) booths.

6. Island Booths. Island booths are composed of a minimum of six booths (two of which may need to be used to create an
additional aisle) and are exposed to aisles on all four sides. To create an island an exhibitor may have to purchase
additional space which cannot be used for display. (Major sponsors of NFCYM events receive priority for island booth
assignment. A limited number of island booths are available.)

Limitations on Booth Space

NFCYM members may request/purchase up to twelve (12) 10'x10' booths. Nonmembers may request/purchase up to eight (8)
10'x10' booths. Nonmembers located in the Market Place may purchase up to two (2) standard linear booths or one (1)
standard linear and one (1) corner booth, each 10'x10'. There will be no end-cap booths in the Market Place area. Only one
application per business/company selling the same type of items will be considered. Vocation and college area exhibitors may
purchase up to three (3) 10'x5' spaces.

INSURANCE AND INDEMNIFICATION

Exhibitors are solely responsible for insuring and indemnifying their exhibits as outlined in #s 30-32 of the Rules and
Regulations of the Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exhibition. Neither NFCYM, nor Fern Exposition & Event Services, nor
Capital Improvement Board of Managers of Marion County, Indiana, nor any other party has or will purchased insurance on
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behalf of exhibitors and are under no obligation to do so. NFCYM suggests that all exhibitors carry a minimum of $500,000 in
liability insurance coverage.

Exhibitors should consult their insurance companies to verify that proper coverage is in place to cover all liability and/or loss of
equipment and materials, from the time items are shipped until the time items return to the exhibitor's warehouse/point of
origin. For some exhibitors this may mean that more than $500,000 of coverage is needed. In the event that an exhibitor's
current policy does not cover all of the above, a rider can usually be added to the exhibitor's present policy for a nominal cost.

Further, exhibitors should inform their insurance carriers of the requirement to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless NFCYM,
Fern Exposition & Event Services, and Capital Improvement Board of Managers of Marion County, Indiana, and their respective
officers, board, agents, and employees from responsibility for any loss, property damage or personal injury that may occur to
the exhibitor, exhibitor's employees, or independent contractors, from any cause whatsoever, prior to, during, or subsequent
to the period covered by the exhibit contract.

Exhibitors with Liability Insurance

Exhibitors with liability insurance are required to provide NFCYM a certificate of insurance naming the National Federation for
Catholic Youth Ministry, Inc., Fern Exposition & Event Services, and Capital Improvement Board of Managers of Marion County,
Indiana, as additionally insured.

In order to verify receipt of the certificate of insurance, exhibitors should have their insurance carrier send the certificate as an
email attachment directly to them. Exhibitors should save and print a copy for their records and send a copy as an email
attachment to the Exhibits Manager at exhibits@nfcym.org. The certificate of insurance must be submitted within 30 days of
notification of booth assignment or space may be reassigned. Failure to provide NFCYM a certificate of insurance shall not
relieve the exhibitor from its insurance obligations.

Exhibitors without Liability Insurance

NFCYM strongly encourages exhibitors without liability insurance to purchase such insurance in advance of their NCYC
participation. In the event that an exhibitor does not carry liability insurance, the exhibitor is considered self-insured and must
complete and submit an NCYC Exhibitor Self-Insured Agreement within 30 days of notification of booth assignment or space
may be reassigned. Failure to provide NFCYM with a completed NCYC Exhibitor Self-Insured Agreement shall not relieve the
exhibitor from its insurance obligations.

EXHIBITION PACKAGES AND RATES

*mportant Exhibitor Information: With the exception of island booths, which must not exceed sixteen feet (16')
in height, no construction or built-up exhibit, including banners, signs, flags (includes hand-held items), etc. shall
exceed the over-all height of the back wall, unless approved in advance by NFCYM. Request for approval must be
submitted in writing to Exhibits Manager on or before October 1, 2011. Consideration for overall height
extensions is only available on Perimeter Booths and any extension must be part of a professional/commercial
display unit. Permission for height extensions will NOT be granted on-site.

OFFICIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

Read these rules carefully. All exhibits dexhibitors are subject to the following rules and regulations. Registered exhibitors
assume responsibility for making sure that all booth personnel understand and abide by the terms, conditions, general
information, and official rules and regulations dhe Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exposition. Exhibitors are also bound

by the policies and general operating procedures found in the Facilities Guide of the Indiana Convention Center and Lucas Oil
Stadium (ICCLOS), which may change without nofideel CCLOS Facilities Guide may be read or downloaded by visiting
http://exhibitors.nfcym.org/documents/2011ICCLOSFacilityGuide.pdf

1. Exposition Sponsorship and Objectives— The Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exposition (hereinafter “Exposition”) is
produced by and is the property of the National Federation for Catholic Youth Ministry, Inc., (hereinafter "NFCYM") acting
through its officers, employees, or agents in the management of the National Catholic Youth Conference (hereinafter
"NCYC" or "conference") and the Exposition. The Exposition is a practical, educational adjunct to general sessions and
workshops held during the National Catholic Youth Conference. The Exposition also supplements the professional
development, resourcing, and networking of personnel involved in youth ministry. NFCYM reserves the right to refuse
space to any applicant who, in the opinion of NFCYM, is unlikely to contribute to the overall objectives of the Conference.

2. Application for Space—Booth space will be assigned on a first come, first served basis according to the date the
application and full payment are received. Sponsors and diocesan and collaborating members of NFCYM receive
preference in the application and assignment process. Applications should be filed promptly and must be accompanied by

full payment for each requested booth. Applications will not be processed without full payment for each booth requested.
Confirmation of booth space will be sent electronically within two weeks of receipt of application with full payment.

Acceptance of Contract—A contract between the applicant for booth space and NFCYM is created only when the following

conditions have been met:

e Completed Online Application Form is received, processed, and accepted by NFCYM Exhibits Manager.

e  Full payment for booth space is received and processed by NFCYM.

e Exhibitor receives an electronic notice of booth assignment(s) from NFCYM Exhibits Manager.

e Receipt of certificate of liability insurance or signed Self-Insured Agreement Form by NFCYM within 30 days of receipt
of booth assignment.

Representative Registration—Four exhibit personnel credentials per 10’x10’ space, or 10'x5' space in the case of vocation
and college area exhibitors, are included in the cost of the booth. All representatives conducting business on behalf of the
registered exhibitor must be 18 years of age or older. Up to two additional credentials per booth may be purchased at a
rate of $129 per person, a 33% discount on regular conference registration. Registration of exposition personnel will take
place online starting on/about August 15, 2011. Special identity name badges will be provided by NFCYM for the children
of registered exhibitors. All children of exhibitors who are present in the exhibit booth with the exhibitor must wear an
identity badge at all times. Children under the age of 16 are not permitted on the show floor during installation and
removal.

Installation—Exhibitors may begin installing exhibits dWednesday, November 16, 201ftom 10:00 Am— 5:00 PM and
continue Thursday, November 17, 20¥dom 8:00 AM—11:00 AMm. All space must be claimed and exhibits must be set up
by 11:00 AM on Thursday, November 17. Exhibit space not set by this time will be considered vacant and space will be
masked or assigned to other exhibitors. No children under the age of 16 are permitted on the show floor during
installation. Only credentialed personnel are allowed on the exhibit floor during installation. Temporary badges valid only
during installation will be available for volunteer personnel assisting with set up.

Staffing During Show Hours—Exhibitors are expected to staff their exhibit booth space during all show hours. NFCYM
understands that booth personnel must use the rest facilities and eat, but expects exhibitors to make reasonable
arrangements to have a sufficient number of personnel to allow for these breaks. Exhibitors who fail staff their booth
space for long periods of time during show hours will jeopardize their right to exhibit at future NFCYM conferences.

Removal—Saturday, Novembet 9, 2011 from6:00 pm—11:00 Pm. Exhibits may not be removed until after the official
exposition closing on Saturday, November 19, at 6:00 pm. Exhibitors may not remove or disturb their exhibits until after
the official closing. Failure to observe this rule may jeopardize the exhibitor's space assignments or right to exhibit at
future NFCYM conferences. No children under the age of 16 are permitted on the show floor during dismantling. Only
credentialed personnel are allowed on the exhibit floor during removal. Temporary badges valid only during removal will
be available for volunteer personnel assisting with tear down.

Unclaimed Space—Exhibit space must be claimed and set up by 11:00 AmM on Thursday, November 17. Any space
unclaimed by 11:00 AMm, Thursday, November 17, 2011, may be reassigned without refund of fees paid. NFCYM will not be
liable for any incurred expenses.

Cancellation—Cancellation must be made in writing to NFCYM and sent to Carolyn Adrian, Exhibits Manager at
exhibits@nfcym.org. If notification is received before Friday, September 30, 2011, rental charges less a $50 service charge
per booth will be refunded. No refunds will be granted for space cancelled after Friday, September 30, 2011.

Service Contractor—The Fern Exposition & Event Services (“Service Contractor”) is the official Service Contractor for the
2011 National Catholic Youth Conference Youth Ministry Resource Exposition.

Arrangements of Exhibits—All exhibits must be arranged so as not to obstruct the general view or hide the exhibits of

others. The standard equipment provided the exhibitor by the NFCYM will consist of a cloth drape back wall 8 feet (8’)

high, cloth drape side dividers 3 feet (3’) high, a skirted 6 foot (6’) table, two chairs, a wastebasket, and a company sign.

Note: Cloth drape color for 2011 will be light blue. Carpet will generally be green.

Please note

e  With the exception of island booths, which must not exceed sixteen feet (16') in height, no construction or built-up
exhibit, including banners, signs, flags or other hand-held items, etc. shall exceed the overall height of the back wall,
unless approved in advance by NFCYM. Request for approval must be submitted in writing to Exhibits Manager on
or before October 1, 2011. Consideration for overall height extensions is only available on Perimeter Booths and
any extension must be part of a professional/commercial display unit. Permission for height extensions will NOT be
granted on-site.

e Equipment more than four feet (4’) in height may not extend more than five feet (5’) from the back wall. NFCYM
reserves the right to adjust such displays to accommodate all concerned.

e  For End-Cap booths, the maximum back wall height of eight feet (8’) is allowed only in the rear half of the booth space
and within five feet of the two side aisles, with a four foot (4’) height restriction imposed on all materials in the
remaining space forward to the aisle.

e Any registered exhibitor, other than major sponsors, who has professional exhibiting equipment that is in excess of
eight feet (8’) in height, must register for a perimeter booth.

e All aisle space, passageways, and overhead spaces belong to NFCYM. Exhibitors may not obstruct the aisles in any way
and all displays must remain within the confines of the exhibitor’s display space.

e The exhibitor will ensure that its exhibit and product/service information comply with the Americans with Disabilities
Act, and its regulations and guidelines.

e Exhibitor overhead signs and banners must be approved in advance by the NFCYM. Approval deadline is
October 1, 2011.

e Carpeting of aisle space between two exhibit spaces directly across from each other will only be permitted with
written permission in advance from NFCYM. Request for approval must be submitted in writing to Exhibits Manager
on or before October 1, 2011.

Use of Exhibit Space—No exhibitor shall assign, sublet, or share the whole or any part of the space allotted without the
written consent of NFCYM and approval of the terms thereof. No exhibitor is permitted to show goods other than those
manufactured or handled by him in the regular course of business. No firm or organization not assigned space in the
Exposition will be permitted to solicit business in any manner within the exhibit hall. NFCYM reserves the right to reject or
terminate exhibit privileges of any exhibitor due to conduct of personnel, method of operation, materials, noise, or for
other causes which NFCYM believes is not compatible with the purpose of the NCYC. No rights or privileges are created
for any exhibitor as a result of previous space assignments or years of participation in the Exposition.

Use of Facility—All exhibitors accepted for the 2011 Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exhibition must abide by the Policies

and General Operating Procedures of the Indiana Convention Center (ICC). These include, but are not limited to:

e Exhibitors may not nail, staple, tape, spray, hang, or attach anything to walls, ceilings, fixtures, or floors.

e Holes may not be drilled, cored, or punched, and fasteners may not be attached to the floor or walls with prior written
approval from NFCYM and Facility Management. All such work must be done by ICC personnel or under their
direction.

e  Stickers, glitter, and confetti are not permitted in the facility. Adhesive backed decals and stickers may not be given
out inside the ICC by any exhibitor or individual. Any costs incurred by the ICC to remove any decals/stickers affixed to
floors, walls, windows, doors, escalators, handrails, ICC equipment, etc. inside the facility will be billed to the exhibitor
associated with the sticker/decal.

e Helium tanks and helium balloons are not permitted in the facility.

e Exhibitors are not permitted to park in the loading dock area. The area is for immediately loading and unloading only.
Unauthorized parked vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.

Direct Sales and Local Tax Laws—All exhibitors selling new or used goods are required to have a “BT1” Retail Merchants
Certificate from the Indiana Department of Revenue. Exhibitors may apply by calling 317-233-4017. At time of writing, a
$25.00 fee is required to the Indiana Department of Revenue. For further information, please visit their website at
www.state.in.us/dor.

Structural Integrity—All exhibit displays should be designed and erected in a manner that will withstand normal contact or
vibration caused by neighboring exhibitors, facility laborers, or installation/removal equipment such as forklifts, etc., and
the high volume of foot traffic associated with NCYC. Displays should also be able to withstand moderate wind effects that
may occur in the exhibit area when freight doors are open. Exhibitors should ensure that any display fixtures such as
tables, racks, or shelves are designed and installed properly to support the product or marketing materials to be displayed
upon them.

Lighting—Exhibitors should adhere to the following suggested minimum guidelines when determining booth lighting:

e No lighting, fixtures, lighting trusses or overhead lighting are allowed outside the boundaries of the exhibit space.
Exhibitors intending to use hanging light systems should submit drawings to NFCYM for approval. Approval deadline is
October 1, 2011.

e Lighting should be directed to the inner confines of the booth space. Lighting should not project onto other exhibits or
show aisles.

e Lighting which is potentially harmful, such as lasers or ultraviolet lighting, should comply with facility rules and be
approved in writing by NFCYM. Approval deadline is October 1, 2011.
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e Lighting that spins, rotates, pulsates and other specialized lighting effects should be in good taste and not interfere
with neighboring exhibitors or otherwise detract from the general atmosphere of the Exhibition.

Sound/Music—In general, exhibitors may use sound equipment in their booths provided the noise level does not disrupt
the activities of neighboring exhibitors or the Exposition as a whole. Speakers and other sound devices should be
positioned so as to direct sound into the booth rather into the aisle. Announcements/promotions, etc. are prohibited from
or within exhibit booths. Rule of thumb: Sound and noise should not exceed 85 decibels. Exhibitors should be aware that
music played in their booths, whether live or recorded, may be subject to laws governing the use of copyrighted
compositions. Exhibitor agrees that it shall be his sole responsibility to obtain any licenses which may be required for it to
broadcast, perform, or display any copyrighted materials, including but not limited to music, video, and software. ASCAP
(American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers), BMI (Broadcast Music Incorporated), and SESAC are three
authorizing licensing organizations that collect copyright fees on behalf of composers and publishers of music.

Live Performance/Demonstration within Exhibit Booths—If an exhibitor wishes to perform live music/vocals or offer

demonstrations within an exhibit booth, the following guidelines will apply:

e A minimum of two (2) exhibit booth spaces must be purchased.

e  Amplification is limited to no more than 5 decibels above the base level of the exhibit floor. NFCYM reserves the right
to adjust sound levels at any time.

e Performance/demonstration area may not exceed booth boundaries.

e Aisles must remain clear and audience may not obstruct traffic flow.

e Sole responsibility lies with the exhibitor to obtain any licenses which are required for it to broadcast, perform, or
display any copyrighted materials, including but not limited to music, video, and software. ASCAP (American Society of
Composers, Authors and Publishers), BMI (Broadcast Music Incorporated), and SESAC are three authorizing licensing
organizations that collect copyright fees on behalf of composers and publishers of music.

Locations of Exhibits—The NFCYM reserves the right to alter location of exhibits or booths shown on the official floor plan
as it deems advisable and in the best interest of the Exposition; however, no change of location will be made without
discussion with the exhibitor affected by such changes.

Floor Plan—The current Exposition floor is available for viewing by visiting http://exhibitors.nfcym.org/floorplan.htm.

Additional Items—The following is a partial list of costs not included in booth rental: transportation, warehousing,
electrical outlets, power, telephone, additional furniture and decor, internet access, and drayage. Order forms for these
services and related labor will be provided by Service Contractor following acceptance of contract.

Circularization and Solicitation—Exhibitors mascots or other characters are confined to the space assigned. Distribution by
the exhibitor of any printed matter, souvenirs, or other articles must be confined to the space assigned. No undignified
manner of attracting attention will be permitted. Exhibitors are responsible for keeping the aisle(s) near their booth(s) free
of congestion or promotion. No exhibit or advertising matter will be allowed to extend beyond the space allotted to the
exhibitor.

Misconduct—Any detrimental conduct including but not limited to abusive language, threats, assault, vandalism, theft,
inappropriate behavior, and similar acts will result in the immediate removal of the offender from the premises. In cases of
violation of the law, law enforcement may be called and charges may be filed for prosecution. Misconduct may result in
potential loss of current or future exhibiting opportunities. NFCYM will not be liable for any refunds, rentals, or other
exhibit expenses due to eviction or misconduct of exhibitors.

Entertainment—Exhibitors agree not to sponsor group functions such as product demonstrations, tours, speeches, or
other activities during Conference and Exposition hours that would in any way interfere with registrants’ attendance at
regular Conference functions or induce visitors away from the Exposition. Exhibitors agree that it shall be their sole
responsibility to obtain any licenses which may be required for it to broadcast, perform, or display any copyrighted
materials, including but not limited to music, video, and software.

General Restrictions—(a) Exhibitors may not distribute food or drink samples without written permission from NFCYM and
the Indiana Convention Center, except for enticement candy, which must be commercially produced and individually
wrapped. (b) NFCYM reserves the right to restrict exhibits which, because of noise, methods of operation, or any reason,
become objectionable, and also to prohibit or evict without refund any exhibit or person, which in the sole opinion of the
NFCYM, may detract from the general character of the Exposition. (c) No display furnishings exposing an unfinished surface
to neighboring booths or an aisle will be permitted. (d) Exhibitors are not permitted to set up displays in hotel rooms, hotel
suites, lobbies, hallways, or other areas of the Indiana Convention Center.
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Care of Building/Regulations—Exhibitors and their agents shall not injure, mar, nor in any manner deface the Indiana
Convention Center or any equipment contained therein and shall not cause or permit anything to be done whereby the
convention center or equipment therein shall be in any manner injured, marred, or defaced; and will not drive or permit to
be driven nails, hooks, tacks, or screws into any part of the convention center or equipment contained therein and will not
make nor allow to be made any alterations of any kind to the convention center or the equipment contained therein.
Decals or other similar stick-on materials are not permitted. Exhibitors and their agents are not permitted to paint, by
spray or otherwise, any materials or equipment in any area without the prior written consent of NFCYM and the Indiana
Convention Center. The exhibitor will be held liable for any such damage caused by him or his agent. The Indiana
Convention Center is the exclusive service provider for the hanging of banners. Current prices and order forms will be
included in the exhibitor kit from the Service Contractor. The exhibitor assumes full responsibility for complying with union
regulations, local, city, and state laws regarding sales taxes and regulations concerning fire, safety, electrical wiring, and
health.

Fire/Safety Regulations—Exhibitors assume all responsibility for compliance with all city and state ordinances and
regulations including those covering fire and safety. All exhibit equipment and materials must be made of flame-proofed
material and must clear the floor. All special electrical connections must be handled by the Indiana Convention Center or
their independent electric company. Use of extension cords is discouraged. In the event that extension cords must be
used, they must be used singly, plugged into the nearest outlet, and taped down to the floor. All approved electrical cords
must be at least 17-guage and 3-wire grounded type. Two-wire ungrounded cords (zip cords or rip cords) are
UNACCEPTABLE. Approved power strips will be available through the Indiana Convention Center. If the exhibitor neglects
or violates these regulations or otherwise incurs fire hazards, NFCYM may cancel without refund, all or such parts of his
exhibit that may be irregular.

Work Rules—Any help needed to move, erect, or remove exhibits should be requested from NFCYM’s official Service
Contractor. Only professional signs are permitted. No handwritten or makeshift signs may be utilized.

Fair Employment—Exhibitors agree that during the life of this contract they will not discriminate against any employee or
applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, or ancestry.

Security—NFCYM will provide uniformed security officers for the Youth Ministry Resource Expo during off-hours, but
neither the NFCYM, nor Fern Exposition & Event Services, nor the Indiana Convention Center, nor the Capital Improvement
Board of Managers of Marion County, Indiana, nor the security company will be responsible for any losses.

Insurance—Exhibitor agrees it has the sole responsibility for obtaining insurance as outlined below and that neither
NFCYM, nor Fern Exposition & Event Services, nor Capital Improvement Board of Managers of Marion County, Indiana, nor
any other party has purchased insurance on exhibitors behalf and is under no obligation to do so.

Insurance Requirements—Exhibitors must carry $500,000 in insurance coverage. All exhibitors are required to provide
NFCYM a certificate of insurance naming the National Federation for Catholic Youth Ministry, Inc., Fern Exposition & Event
Services, and Capital Improvement Board of Managers of Marion County, Indiana, as additionally insured. The certificate of
insurance must be submitted within 30 days of notification of booth assignment or space may be reassigned. Failure to
provide NFCYM a certificate of insurance shall not relieve the exhibitor from its insurance obligations. In the event an
exhibitor is self-insured, the exhibitor must complete the 2011 NCYC Exhibitor Self-Insured Agreement and return it within
30 days of notification of booth assignment or space may be reassigned. The agreement is available online by visiting
http://exhibitors.nfcym.org/documents/2011SelfinsuredAgreement.pdf.

Exhibitors should consult their insurance companies to verify that proper coverage is in place to cover all liability and/or
loss of equipment and materials, from the time items are shipped until the time items return to the exhibitor's
warehouse/point of origin. In most cases, a rider can be added to the exhibitor's present policy for a nominal cost.

Indemnification from Liability for Loss, Theft, Property Damage, or Destruction and Personal Injury—Exhibitors shall
defend, indemnify, and hold harmless NFCYM, Fern Exposition & Event Services, and Capital Improvement Board of
Managers of Marion County, Indiana, and their respective officers, board, agents, and employees from responsibility for
any loss, property damage or personal injury that may occur to the exhibitor, exhibitor’'s employees, or independent
contractors, from any cause whatsoever, prior to, during, or subsequent to the period covered by the exhibit contract.

Failure to Open Exposition—In case the premises of the Indiana Convention Center shall be destroyed or damaged, or if
the National Catholic Youth Conference and the Catholic Youth Ministry Resource Exposition fails to take place as
scheduled or is interrupted and/or discontinued, or access to the premises is prevented or interfered with by reason of any
strike, lockout, injunction, threat or act of terrorism, act of war, act of God, emergency declared by any government
agency, or for any other reason, this contract may be terminated by NFCYM. In the event of such termination the exhibitor

waives any and all damages and claims for damages and agrees that the sole liability of NFCYM shall be to return to
Exhibitor his space payments, less his pro-rata share of all costs and expenses incurred and committed by NFCYM.

35. Regulations and Contract—These regulations have been formulated in the best interest of all concerned and become a
part of the contract between the exhibitor and NFCYM. All matters and questions not covered by these regulations are
subject to the decisions of the NFCYM. Failure to comply with any terms or conditions may result in eviction from the
Conference, and/or loss of current or future exhibiting opportunities.

HOTEL RESERVATIONS

A limited number of rooms are being held for exhibitors at the JW Marriott Indianapolis (10 South West Street, Indianapolis, IN
46204,Tel: 317-860-5800) for the 2011 National Catholic Youth Conference. The special group rate for NCYC is $157 per night
with current sales and occupancy tax of 17 percent.
